The Captain's and Vice Captains Responsibilities are to ensure the following.
· That they have read and fully understood the Interleague Constitution and made sure their whole team understand and abide by the rules set out.
· The good conduct and sporting behaviour of the players in their team.

· That all of their team know and understand the EPA World Rules.

· That their players referee in an unbiased and fair manner.
· To deter their team and supporters from coaching or making comments that might aid his own team or to detract from the performance of the opposing team.

· That their team’s result is communicated at the end of the match by texting to 07712 813326.

· That their team’s score card is communicated by sending in a copy of the scorecard by email to (Interleague@berkshirecountypool.co.uk) within 24 hours and hard copy by post within 5 days.

· To inform the Interleague Committee of any occasion when their team cannot fulfil their fixtures.
· That they  have enough players to meet all fixtures, allowing for holidays and unexpected events. 
· That all players are registered and are entitled to play in the Interleague.

· That matches start promptly at 2.30pm and that their team arrive at the venue by 2pm so that the scorecard can be filled in. It is also their responsibility to inform the opposing Captain or Vice Captain if they are going to arrive late and to understand the penalties for doing so.
